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Dear Juan Antonio:

We were very pleased to receive a letter from the Undersecretary of Transportation, Dr. Aaron Dychter Poltolarek, stating the Mexican Government’s intentions to participate in joint tests and flight trials with the FAA with the ultimate goal of joining the operational North American Wide Area Augmentation System (WAAS) network.

The inclusion of Mexico into the operational WAAS architecture, along with the U.S. and Canada, will solidify the development of a seamless North American Satellite Based Augmentation System (SBAS) based on GPS, and increase the safety of flight to all existing and future aviation users.  This system will also provide exceptional benefits to all other modes of transportation.

The FAA has already initiated the development of an Annex to Memorandum of Cooperation NAT-I-3359 to allow for the loan of three single-strand National Satellite Test Bed (NSTB) reference stations to Mexico to use for advanced WAAS research and development activities, as well as familiarization, training, and in-country performance testing activities.  We will be working with out Mexican contacts in the coming weeks to finalize this bilateral agreement and begin cooperative WAAS activities.

We look forward to strengthening our working relationship through the installation of the WAAS reference stations in Mexico.
