The Directorate General of Civil Aeronautics in Mexico is very interested in the possibility of doing in-country performance tests of the augmentation stations of the FAA National Satellite Test Bed.  With the installation of three stations in the Mazatlán, Mérida, and Mexico City airports, the aeronautical authority of our country could test the capacity of the system for precision approaches at most of the airports in México.

If this flight testing phase has positive results, México’s intention will be to move ahead with the installation of the Wide Area Augmentation System (WAAS) on a national basis.  The installation of these stations, in coordination with the stations located in the United States, would allow for both countries to accrue both economical and technical/operational benefits thus completing a large WAAS network in North America.

The Mexican authorities are very interested in improving the safety and capacity of the air navigation systems to include the use of the newest technologies based on satellite utilization.  Aircraft operations go beyond the national borders and make necessary the close collaboration between our countries to achieve a more harmonize and safe airspace in North America.

Taking note of the above, I would like to request that you consider the possibility that, just like Canada, México be integrated in the US WAAS.
